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One of the problems that confronts the South African education system is that there are many learners 
who do not reach the final grade and drop-out from school before attaining the Grade 12 certificate. 
The situation is bleaker in poverty stricken rural areas such as Cala, where there is low morale amongst 
learners and teachers, limited capacity building on learning skills, lack of careers information and 
exposure to future prospects arising from educational achievement.

The programme below is intended to contribute in addressing this problem by targeting learners who 
are starting Grade 9 (and will be making subject choices for secondary school) and the next grades 
until Grade 12.
